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The concept of the mini water heater is to offer a hot water system
for the small panel van Motor home conversions that are using the
Airtop 2000S blown air heating system & offering cold water only.
Usually these conversions have a small sink & a limited amount of
on board water capacity, therefore only needing a relatively small
amount of hot water for washing & cleaning.

The water heater does not need to be connected to the engine
therefore there are no conversion issues to be addressed with the
vehicle manufacturer.

The water is heated to approx 45¢ when driving from the 12 volts
of the leisure battery system. At 45c¢ the internal thermostat turns
the 12 volt element off so no more electrical current is used.
When on site the 240 volt mains hook up is used. The temperature
can be set as high as approx 70c depending on where the T/Stat
is set. This higher temperature water is then mixed at the tap.

If mains hook-up is not available the water could be reheated from
the 12 volts for a limited time (25 amps typical current draw).
